
 

Bad Waldliesborn – Liesborn 
 
About the route 
Distance:   18 km (11¼ mi.)       
Duration:   3.0 hours  
Difficulty:  easy tour, mostly flat terrain  
Points of interest:  Biotop Branschenteich (Altes Lager) 
   Liesborn Abbey Museum  
Stops for refreshmens: Landgasthof “Seuten Titt” 
   Landgasthaus Söbke 
 

• You start at the Kurhaus  in Bad Waldliesborn. 
• Follow Liesborner Straße (“Römerroute”) westward, turn right  into 

Lambertweg  (R45) and continue to SP “Liesborn 3,5 km” . 
• Crossing Lambertweg, turn left  into Suderlager Weg.  You pass by the 

NSG Biotop Branschenteich (“Altes Lager”),  turn right  at the next 
crossroads  (SP R4; SP “Liesborn”) and get to the road Auf der Drift   
(later renamed Osthusener Straße  [“100-Schlösser-Route”]) (R4). 

• Cross the Glenne River and follow the road to Liesborn . 
• Cross the railway tracks  and turn right  into the main street 

(“Nordstraße”) .  
• At the next crossroads, turn left  (SP “Museum Abtei Liesborn”) into 

Gregor-Waltmann-Straße  to pass the centre of the village and get to 
Liesborn Abbey . 

• Pass by the parking of the abbey and turn right  into Abteiring .  
• Before the sports grounds, turn right  and follow the course of the 

Liesenbach Brook into the forest (nature trail). 
• After about 200 m, you turn right  over a bridge (hiking trail “X22”) . 

Follow this trail – which turns first left, then right – to Liesborner 
Straße , where you turn left towards Wadersloh (you see St. 
Margareta, the church of Wadersloh, right ahead).  

• About 200 m before the “Wadersloh” sign, you turn right  into a 
branch of Liesborner Straße , cross Im Kreuzfeld and go straight 
ahead into Bornefelder Straße. 

• After the restaurant “Seuten Titt” , you turn right at the third junction 
to follow the 100-Schlösser-Route  again. 

• At the next junction, you turn left  into Herzebrockweg , pass by a 
model airport to the right of the road and continue straight ahead. 

• After a sharp left turn (90°) , the route turns right  into Heideweg . 
• Cross Glennestraße. 
• Turn right  at the next junction and then left , following SP “R27” . 
• Cross the Kaltestroth Brook and turn right  into Eichenweg  at the next 

junction. 
• After about 500 m, you cross the Glenne River, and reach Parkstraße  

after 1 km. 
• Turn right  and continue to a roundabout. The third exit  takes you 

back to the Kurhaus  via Liesborner Straße . 
 
The Road Traffic Regulations must be followed. You take this cycle tour at your 
own risk.
